Careful study of
the two images shown herein, and
others, revealed that the patches of
mist are in the same place on each
photograph and they were in fact
condensation on the cameralens. This
shows the merits of constantly wiping
your camera lens to keep it clean (and
dew free).
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We then split into smaller
groups and walked around the
village. Leana and | went off
on our own waking down
through the village then along
the road to Town Farm. As we
were returning along the road
we passed a field gate on our
left and Leana said that she
briefly saw a man wearing
jeans and black shoes about 10
to 15 metres from the gate into
the field.
