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Pre-Vigils 
We arrived on the site just before 20:00 then had a walk around The King’s Men, The Whispering 
Knights and The King Stone (see the drawing below for a plan of the site) giving an opportunity to take 
photographs before we lost the light. Following the walk round we split into two teams and started the 
vigils. 

When we first entered The King’s Men I measured the temperature of the stones to the west of the 
entrance and around the circle by about 60º clockwise (see the Vigil 1 drawing). The stones near the 
entrance were at +19ºC whilst the temperature of the others dropped, going clockwise, down to +17ºC. 
This was almost certainly due to heating from the sun as the entrance stone saw the sun last before it 
dropped below the trees bordering the road. 

During the investigation the weather was dry with thin, high clouds and a cold breeze. The site is near a 
road with cars going past about every five minutes reducing during the investigation to less than one in 
ten minutes. There is no nearby habitation. 

Vigil 1: The King’s Men – 21:02 to 22:00 
For the first vigil we positioned ourselves just inside and at the north end of the stones as shown at the 
top of the next page. During our vigil one of the wardens for the site was also present and he sat in the 
centre of the circle but he did not take part in the investigation. 

21:15 Using the Hartmann Rod I dowsed the stones walking in a clockwise circle from my vigil 
location and one metre inside the circle of stones. At the point marked 1, on the plan of the 
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stones shown below, the rod rotated 
90º clockwise. I stepped back and 
walked over the same area and the 
rod rotated again. All told this 
happened 5 times. Then I walked 
twice anticlockwise across the same 
patch of ground and the rod again 
rotated clockwise both times. 

21:28 At the second point marked on the 
drawing, 2, the rod again rotated 90º 
clockwise but would not rotate when 
I walked across the same spot twice 
more. 

 This second event occurred some 
time after the first as the warden 
came over and we talked about the 
Hartmann Rod as he had not seen 
one before. 

21:33 I walked around the stones again 
clockwise and again one metre inside 
the circle this time carrying a 
compass. There was no reaction. 

 As is my standard practise I had my 
emf meter on during the 
investigation and at no time did it 
react as I walked round the stones. 

21:45 I walked around the stones again 
clockwise this time measuring the 
temperature at the top of the stones. 
Generally the measured results 
varied from +9ºC to +17ºC with 
adjacent stones up to 2ºC different 
from their neighbours. Measuring up 
and down a stone revealed that the 
temperature could vary by 4ºC with 
the top being, generally, warmer than the base but sometimes it was the other way round. 
Generally the stones to the south were warmer and the smaller ones were colder (nearer to the 
ground). The temperature relied so much on solar heating and wind cooling that there were 
different results from all over the site especially if there were gaps in the hedgerow allowing the 
breeze to cool the stones. 

21:53 I left a sound recorder at the location marked by the S on the drawing and did not collect it until 
the end of the investigation. 
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Vigil 2: The Whispering Knights – 22:18 to 23:00 
At the start of the vigil I set up a video camera with night 
vision to the north-northeast and facing the stones. This 
was recording during the entire vigil. 

22:22 We both hear the sound of music. I thought it was 
coming from the southeast whilst Leana thought it 
was coming from the north-northwest. 

22:25 Music heard again, this time we both said it was 
coming from the north-northwest. 

22:27 We both hear a squeak coming from the northeast. 
This sound repeated and was heard again later and 
is likely to have been from a tree blowing in the 
breeze which was coming from the south. 

22:39 Temperature +7.5ºC except towards The Whispering Knights where it was +10.5ºC. 

22:47 I hear a deep thud from an undetermined direction. It sounded like something heavy hitting the 
ground. 

22:49 I hear a tinkling sound coming from the north. 

22:56 Temperature +7.5ºC except towards The Whispering Knights where it was +10ºC. 

Vigil 3: The King Stone – 23:20 to 00:02 
During this vigil the wind was coming from the 
west and was quite strong so we chose a sheltered 
spot where there was little breeze. 

23:25 Temperature +6.5ºC. 

23:27 An interesting, but entirely natural, event 
was witnessed which started with me seeing 
a bright point of light on my glasses a I was 
facing south. I turned round in time to see a 
very large meteor that was yellow/orange in 
colour almost due north at about 45º 
elevation moving towards the horizon and 
vanishing around 20º elevation. It was slow 
moving with no visible streak. 

23:47 Leana hears the sound of humming coming from the west-northwest. 

00:00 The sound of voices heard but this could have been the other team. 

Post-Vigils 
On returning to The King’s Men Andy asked first me then Leana to place our hands on the stone at the 
north of the circle and meditate for a few moments. We were then asked to relate how we felt but had 
nothing to report though it seems that Team 1 had notable effects (see the Team 1 report).
