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Pre-Vigils 
At the start of the investigation the 
museum manager, Ros, showed Leana, 
Steph, Marion and Bill around the 
museum and discussed where we could set 
up as a control room and the location of 
power sockets etc. During the walk round, 
at around 19:50, we entered the Toys and 
Forces Gallery on the top floor. Leana had 
an uneasy feeling as soon as she entered 
the room. The feeling worsened the further 
she walked into the room. She walked 
diagonally across the room, as shown by 

the line on the plan on the 
right, and as she crossed the centre of the 
room she felt sick and dizzy to the extent 
that she felt like passing-out. She also had 
a pain in her ribs on the left-hand side. The 
feelings were so bad she had to leave. She 
tried to enter the room again and this time 
her chest felt tight and she had difficulty 
breathing. She tried to walk into the 
middle of the room but it was too much and she had to leave again. 

Before the vigils started a remote camera was set up in the Toys and Forces Gallery. The camera was 
connected to a laptop which was set up to record the room if any motion was detected. One of the team 
members, Adrian, suggested a large Newton’s Cradle be placed in the field of view so it can be 
monitored to see if the balls swing during the investigation. This was duly done as shown in the 
drawing above. Despite how she felt when she was in the room Leana was actually the one who 
positioned the camera and an accompanying infra-red light source. By the time she had done this she 
felt so bad that she had to go outside the museum for a while until she felt better. 

In addition Bill left a sound recorder in the Archaeology Gallery during a walk around that the whole 
team did just before the meditation. The position of this recorder is shown on the drawing that 
accompanies the details of Vigil 3. 

Meditation: Toys and Forces Gallery – 20:16 to 20:26 
Before the vigils started we did a 10 minute meditation in the Toys and Forces Gallery. Leana stayed 
near the door and after only a couple of minutes into the meditation she had to leave as the feelings 
were becoming too intense. She had the impression of a blond boy, aged 2 to 3 years, who was biting 
his tongue. There was loads of blood and Leana felt he was doing it on purpose. 
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During the meditation Marion gets the impression of a tall man, dark trousers and a frock coat, striding 
across the room, head bent, he doesn’ t show his face. Marion also hears the word ‘nasty’ . In addition 
she hears a loud rustle of stiff material like a dress by the store room door to her left. She also hears the 
words ‘coward’  and ‘Michael’ . She reports that she felt boiling hot and had felt uneasy since we came 
in the room. 

Vigil 1: Toys and Forces Gallery – 20:42 to 21:15 
At the start of the vigil Bill set up a camcorder with infra-red light facing into the centre of the room as 
shown in the drawing on the last page. At the start of the vigil the team were positioned as shown. For 
the last fifteen minutes Marion moved to a position to the right of Bill’s camcorder and Bill moved 
onto the bench where Leana was sitting (in the position Marion had occupied). 

20:47 Leana reports that she has an urge to crawl around on the floor like a child. 

20:50 Leana keeps getting the name Freddie. 

 Bill sees a bright patch of light on the wall opposite to where he was sitting (between the door 
and the barrier which sticks out from the right-hand wall in the drawing on the last page). 

 There is a buzzing fly in the room (which will have an interesting effect on sound recordings). 

 Marion is feeling boiling hot again; she feels like she is choking and someone blows lightly on 
her right hand. In addition Marion gets the word ‘studio’ . By now she is feeling a bit sick; she 
then gets the name of Robert. 

20:51 Marion gets the words ‘ India’ , ‘Brigadier Robert’  and ‘King’s Hussars’ . She also picks up the 
name Sally and has a mild feeling of a presence. 

20:53 Leana has the impression of a woman coming up to her and slapping her in the face. 

20:58 Leana reports that she has a tight feeling in her throat (she had this feeling before when she had 
entered the room before the vigil). 

21:00 Bill notes that there is a moderate amount of noise coming into the gallery from the outside, 
mainly the sound of people and cars from Broadway to the west but also from Pixmore Way to 
the south and Gemon Road to the North. Car lights are regularly seen coming in through the 
windows, which occupy three sides of the room, due to cars on Broadway. 

21:02 The team moves positions in the room. 

 Marion hears a woman shouting at Leana. Marion tells her to leave Leana alone. 

 Woman: She’s a bitch 

 Marion: No she isn’ t 

 Woman: She stole my man 

 Marion: No she didn’ t. This is a different time, does she look like the other woman. It’s not 
her, please leave her alone. I’m sorry this happened to you but this isn’ t her. 

 Marion said that it then went quiet. 

21:03 Leana says that she feels sick. She also reports that her legs feel strange, from just below the 
knee, almost as if they are not supposed to be there. 
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21:06 Leana thinks that the little boy she sensed is the one who bears the name Freddie. 

21:07 Bill asks any spirit that is present to move the balls on the Newton’s Cradle. 

 Marion sees a shadow pass the window on the right, 1.2 to 1.5 metres high. 

21:09 Leana sees a ‘banana-shaped’  light on the opposite wall just to the right of the barrier (as shown 
in the drawing on the last page) and about 1.5 metres above the floor. This wall is not the one 
on which the cars headlights are seen as they generally appear in the bottom right-hand corner 
of the drawing near the remote camera. She first saw the light out of the corner of her eye but it 
remained there when she turned round to look at it directly. 

21:10 Marion see a blue light over the Newton’s Cradle. 

21:11 Leana gets the feeling that something has just poked her in her right-hand side. 

21:12 Bill and Leana hear a clicking sound coming from the area where the remote camera is 
positioned. In this area there is a heater which could produce a click as they cool but all of the 
heaters, which run around the room at skirting board level, are all already cold. 

21:13 Marion hears a few light bangs or knocks coming from the top left corner of room. 

21:14 Marion feels that there is someone with her but she doesn’ t feel uneasy this time. 

21:15 Leana says that she senses the boy under the table on which has been placed the Newton’s 
cradle. She has tried to talk to him but he refuses to talk to her. 

Vigil 2: Natural History Galley – 21:34 to 22:15 
For this vigil the team placed themselves as shown in the drawing on the next page. Bill and Leana sat 
on a bench facing the stairs (away from Broadway) and Marion sat on a short flight of stairs (leading up 
to the main staircase). 

The windows in the gallery face onto Broadway so car lights are seen on the walls and reflected in the 
display cabinets giving odd patterns of light around the room. 

21:36 Leana reports that the room seems to be full of noise. She says that it is like the hubbub that you 
would hear at a party when groups of people are holding conversations (a general noise where it 
is difficult to isolate individual conversations). 

 She also says that there is something about the large stuffed fox that is in the display cabinet on 
our left (Woodland). She feels that it still contains life, as if not all of its life has left it. 

21:41 Marion sees a small blue light to the left of the work room door and about 1.2 metres off the 
ground. She hears ‘Stinker’  (could be a nickname), also ‘Teddie’  and ‘ invalid’ . 

 Marion asks her guide if he can bring someone forward to speak to her. 

 As Marion is sitting on the stairs she sees a man being pushed towards her in an old heavy, dark 
wooden wheelchair. His left leg is amputated at the knee. He’s slightly built and looks pale. His 
face is thin and drawn. His hair is black and plastered to his head and he has a droopy 
moustache. His hair and moustache look lank and they could do with a good trim, but his eyes 
are alive and sparkle. He looks Victorian. He wears dark trouser with braces and a white round-
necked shirt without a collar, the sleeves are rolled up. 
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 Marion says ‘Hello’  and he says ‘Hello old girl’ . 
She asks him how he lost his leg, he says ‘ in the 
war’ . He looked like he was in some pain but he 
was so good natured, a lovely man, a jolly man 

21:54 Bill measures the temperature at +19.5 to 
+20.5ºC. 

21:55 Bill and Leana hear the sound of three footsteps 
followed by a cough (heard only by Leana) 
coming from directly overhead (from the 
Archaeology Gallery which has a boarded floor 
in that section). 

21:57 Bill and Leana hear the sounds of a lot of 
footsteps coming from the direction of the Toys 
and Forces Gallery (which has a parquet floor). 

22:00 The sounds of lots of footsteps are again heard 
by Bill and Leana. This time Bill thought the 
sounds came from behind him whilst Leana 
thought they again came from the direction of 
the Toys and Forces Gallery. 

22:09 Marion hears two light chinks from the top of the stairs to her left. 

22:11 Both Bill and Leana hear a noise like white noise coming from the direction of the stairs. This 
noise had been going on for some time then suddenly stopped at 22:11. It was first thought that 
it could have been coming from the fan on Bill’s laptop which is in the Art Gallery at the top of 
the first flight of stairs. The problem with that idea was that the laptop was quite a distance 
away so that the sound was unlikely to have carried round two corners and down a flight of 
stairs. After the vigil Bill and Leana returned to where the laptop was and found the fan was still 
on, yet they had not heard the noise as they walked up the stairs. 

22:13 Bill and Leana hear a bang coming from above and to their left. 

22:14 Both Bill and Leana hear a rumbling noise which Bill believes came from behind him (above 
and left) whilst Leana thought it came from in front of her (but still above and left). 

Experiments: Toys and Forces Galley – 22:27 to 22:32 
During this period Bill dowsed the gallery but had very little response though the Hartmann rod he was 
using did give a slight response in one area of the room. This was at the end of the line 
nearest to the Newton’s Cradle (see the drawing on the first page of this report). The movement was an 
approximately 45º rotation clockwise but it was very intermittent. 

As part of the dowsing Bill walked around the Newton’s Cradle and had no response but he did get a 
cold shiver as he got to the side nearest to the line.  
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Experiments: Archaeology Galley – 22:33 to 22:38 
Bill dowsed the Archaeology gallery walking counterclockwise. As he walked along the corridor which 
is next to the windows on to Broadway he had a definite reaction in one specific area. This was as he 
passed a solid pillar (on the left). He tried walking the route again and even in the opposite direction 
and had the same reaction (a definite 90º rotation clockwise) each time. This happened five times. In 
addition each time he crossed the area he had cold shivers that were so intense that they spread to his 
scalp and felt like crawling insects. Leana also tried and at first had almost no reaction but on her 
second and third attempts had the same response as Bill had been getting. The location of this 
responsive area is shown on the plan at the top of the next page. 

Vigil 3: Archaeology Gallery – 22:57 to 23:35 
For this vigil we positioned ourselves in the area where we had the dowsing response (the side of the 
gallery nearest to Broadway). Marion sat one side of the area whilst Leana and Bill sat the other side as 
shown on the plan below right. 

As the team entered the area Bill again got cold shivers as if 
‘ants’  were crawling on his scalp. Even though he had cold 
shivers it was not cold as he measured the temperature at 
+19 to +19.5ºC. This side of the gallery is quite noisy with 
occasional loud noises coming in from outside. In addition 
one half of the gallery has floorboards whilst the other has 
herringbone parquet flooring, the former being very noisy to 
walk on. 

23:05 Marion gets the word ‘cloggies’  (she looked it up, it 
means clog wearing Morris Dancers). 

23:09 Marion hears a Welsh voice say her name, it sounded 
like her gran, she also picked up on ‘despair’  and 
‘bible’  also ‘Dance to the old fashioned songs’ . She 
thinks this was to do with her gran as well. 

23:10 Something keeps tickling the right side of Leana’s 
face, she says that it feels like a feather. She also 
picks up the name Eric (he is not the one doing the 
tickling). 

 Marion sees some sort of brass scientific instrument. 
It is round with brass rods coming out of the top in a 
circle. Also an old brass signal lamp, the sort that 
held a candle. She gets he words ‘scandal’  and 
‘bandolier’  (she looked it up, it means a leather strap 
worn across a soldiers body that holds bullets). She 
also picked up ‘Jamestown’  and ‘penal servitude’ . 

 Marion sees a dark shadow like a cat by the small table next to her chair. 

23:13 Bill sees an object like an after-image that is shaped like a wide egg with an outer deep red ring 
surrounding a green central area. What was interesting was that the image was only visible 
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when he was looking towards the area where the dowsing rods responded. Also the image 
appeared to be fixed in space and did not seem to move as he looked around. Eventually he 
discovered that it was an after-image that was due to the bright light at the end of his Write 
Light pen (a pen with a built-in LED light that illuminates the writing area). The moral is – 
check all odd visual images as they may have a logical explanation. 

23:15 Leana reports that her head is still very itchy as if something is moving in her hair. 

23:27 A lot of noise can be heard coming from the team on the other side of the gallery (creaking 
floor). 

23:30 Marion hears ‘Jack of all trades, master of none’ . She also hears 6 loud taps with a beat, it made 
her think of ‘How’s yer farver…allwright’ . 

23:33 Bill sees a dot of red light in the display cabinet opposite (about 3 metres away to the right). 
The display cabinet faces away from the window and there are no reflective surfaces on the 
opposite wall so the light could not have come from outside. It is also unlikely to have come 
from the other team as there is a solid barrier running the length of the gallery up the middle 
dividing it into two halves and separating the teams. That said the barrier does not reach to the 
ceiling so reflections from overhead may have been possible. 

Vigil 4: Archaeology Gallery – 23:53 to 00:30 
For this last vigil the team moved across to the other side of the dividing barrier. Bill and Leana 
decided to position themselves in front of a large mirror on the wall (used by children whilst dressing 
up in old clothes) and use it for scrying. 

00:05 As Bill stared into the mirror a black disk appeared between his reflection and that of Leana. It 
was like a wide funnel about half a head width and with a centre that was absolutely pitch-
black. 

 Marion gets the word ‘spendthrift’ . She also picks up the name ‘Bartholomew Edmund‘ . She 
has a sharp shooting pain on her right index finger. She also gets the word ‘compass’ . She sees 
a workman sitting against a wall, his legs are drawn up. He is wearing dark brown trousers and 
his name is Jonas. 

 Marion also sees two Edwardian women on bicycles. They are laughing and going along a 
narrow country lane. It is spring because the catkins are out. She gets the word ‘ fishpond’ . 

 Marion smells a waft of something warm and delicious like afternoon tea and cakes. She felt 
fine at this vigil but thinks that we all seemed to be coughing and clearing our throats. 

00:07 As Bill allowed his reflection to turn black his open notebook, which was at the bottom of his 
field of vision, suddenly became a glowing pale blue in colour which seemed to scintillate  and 
move around as if it had a life of its own. More proof that you should not trust your peripheral 
vision especially at night. 

00:23 Bill measures the temperature at +18.5ºC. There is a lot of noise coming from the other side of 
the dividing wall. 

00:28 Leana sees a red dot go across the face of her reflection in the mirror. 
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Post Investigation 
After the investigation Marion did some research on the names Bartholomew and Jamestown that she 
had come up with during the investigation and found the following. 

Captain Bartholomew Gosnold was captain of the Godspeed and was one of the original settlers of 
Jamestown, Virginia in North America and was on the council. His mother was Dorothy Bacon who 
Marion is continuing to research.
