member taking part then each member was given btleecobjects and they then spent a coupl¢

minutes handling the object and noting down anytaleémages, thoughts or feelings that they had,
including who they thought owned the object. Thgeobwas then passed to the person on their leffan
the analysis process repeated on the new objecoAe time each member received their own oljject

but, so as not to give away who it belonged toy fretended to analyse it and write down noteserAft

everyone had handled each object Bill started the part of the process by describing what he h

For the second experiment we all retired to thendimoom and all of the members, except Bill, pat

around the dining table to try automatic writindnig session started with all the seated membédrgyig
resting their pencils on their pieces of paperanf of them so that their elbows were on the téiie
not their wrists. Everyone seated closed their effen, following Bill's instructions, either
concentrated on their breathing or the tickinghaf tlock on the wall to the exclusion of all el$his

was so as to relax them and preferably put themant altered state of consciousness. The objeft of
this was to make it so that they did not conceatmat their hands so that any large hand moverment

would be due to their subconscious mind (the Iddomeffect). After about 5 minutes Bill could sge

that the hands of several people were moving. Wmately Sam developed a coughing fit whijc
stopped the proceedings when she was forced te s@room reporting as she went that the seqs
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had made her feel very emotional as if she wartecry. At this point Steph reported that she had
found the experience fascinating and had felt &giifhand had wanted to move by itself. Dee reddrte

second session Dee still reported feeling out ahd this was reflected in her drawiny

which is shown below left. Her pencil had travellager a large part of the A5 sheet of paper but|the

most significant part was at the start of the sesaihich is reproduced below right and clearly skigw
what everybody believes is the name William (desthie ‘a’ not being closed).

For the next experiment the team tried some wotk wendulums. Half of the members had not used

pendulums before and did not possess one but®illSieph had three spare pendulums that they vere

able to use. Bill, Steph, Elaine and Marion hawartbwn pendulums
which could not be shared as pendulums are a pargem which you
imprint so they work for you. For this sessionarting sheet was use:

At the start of the sessach person taking
part held their pendulum in there hand so thatiitchover the cross a
the centre of the chart. Then, in their minds, thsked the pendulun
to show them its response for ‘Yes’. What you wara back and forth
swing but for some people this came out as leftight and even a
circular motion. Once a response was establishegl@easked their
pendulums to show them its response for ‘No’. Afteis a few
personal questions were asked that most of thecipants did not vEs
know the answer to so as to see what the respafighe pendulums
were. After several questions the responses setorsz coming out about 50% right and 50% wrong,
what you would expect if you just guessed, so mgtificant from a psychic ability point of view.
